Fort Museum is housed in the historic Exchange Building within the Fort St. George. It is a period museum maintained by the Archaeological Survey of India. It was established in 1948 by Col. D.M.Read to preserve the relics of the Raj that was scattered in around the fort. Later, many citizens and institutions of Madras enriched the collection of the museum by donating objects of colonial period. Select objects from the collection are on display reminding the visitors of the colonial heritage of the city.
